SECREATRY’S REPORT: Written copies of minutes from the 01/17/12 meeting were available.  Motion made to accept as presented by J. Miller, 2nd by T. Miller.  Motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT: 
CORRESPONDENCE: There was no correspondence since the last meeting.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. FABA received $3,000.00 from the insurance company for the damage to the batting cages.  Three new nets will cost $1,500.00.  The hardware and equipment to install the new nets will cost $1,500.00.  M. Davenport will install the new poles and hardware for the nets in March after the winter weather breaks.  The old nets will be used to fix pitching “L” screens.

2. First registration is complete.  There will be 3 more.  Numbers from registration are in line with previous years.

3. Written changes to the By-Laws and Coaches Packets were distributed and read by J. Miller.  There was no further discussion on the changes and they passed with 12 “yes” votes and no “no” votes.  The pitching circle at Smith field will be defined by the grass line around the pitching mound.
4. The 2012 budget was reviewed for the 2nd time.  There were no issues and the budget passed with 9 “yes” votes and no “no” votes.

5. League tryouts are posted on the web site.  Tryouts will be from 9:00 AM. To 12:00 Noon with player selections being held from 12:00 Noon to 1:00 PM.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. There will be a player’s clinic at Kutztown University in the Mike Opaque Field House on Wednesday, January 18, 2012 from 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM.  Parents are not allowed to attend the clinic due to insurance issues.  The clinic is free and will be run by T. Miller.  There were 18 players at the first clinic.

2. Coach selection will be held on Sunday, January 29, 2012 by the Coaches Committee and the FABA Board.  M. Hook will notify all coaches that have been selected.

3. So far this year we have 9 returning sponsors and 5 new sponsors.  Power Balance will be a sponsor again this year and will donate bracelets at no cost to FABA.
4. FABA received a grant to purchase hand held lightening detectors for use at Richmond and Smith field.  The Coaches Committee will review PIAA rules as to how far away lightening must be to postpone a game.

5. FABA has applied for a grant to get an AED machine to be used at Smith field.

6. Maidencreek Township wants to charge $10.00 per day to use their facilities.  If more than 51% of FABA members reside in the Township they will not charge for field usage.  FABA will review the number of players that reside in Maidencreek Township.  The upper field is full of ruts and has 75 foot base pads.  The lower field is set at 60 feet.  Since the fields are not regularly maintained it takes at least 6 days for the fields to dry.
7. According to the school district the Willow Creek field will be off line again this year.  Richmond, Andrew Maier, and Smith field are the only guaranteed fields.  FABA will check into the use of Maier’s Grove field however there are no bases or base lines at the field.  FABA is working with the principal at Andrew Maier to improve the field there.  
8. There is a Senior League Coaches meeting on February 26, 2012 in Baly.  February 19, 2012 there is a tournament meeting in Baly.

9. The “Y” at Willow Creek has an indoor batting cage that can be used by FABA players to practice.
